Congressional oversight is needed now because many of the ten designated states currently
have applicable transmission projects pending before their public utility commissions with less than a
year for final action before the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission may intervene. We strongly
believe that the Energy and Natural Resources Committee must hold hearings and bring all pertinent
information to bear on the determination of the broad implications of the NIETC.

Thank you in advance for your consideration of our request. We cannot overstate the importance of
the impact of the NIETC program on our constituents and states. We look forward to working with
you and your staffs to make sure that this issue and the concerns of our constituents get full and fair
consideration.
